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REFLECTIONS ON THE SOCEATIC SCHOLAR'S

ROLE IN CAPITALIST AND SOCIALIST SCIENTIFIC SYSTEMS: THE CASES OE DANIEL

We have argued elsewhere (Furedy & Furedy, Teaching of Psychology,  1982, 9, 14-18) that the Socratic-Sophistic continuum is relevant to understanding underlying conflicts in educational practice, but the continuum is also pertinent for the relations of certain individual scholars to the scientific/research systems within which they work.   These   Socratic   scholars   are on   the   enquiry-oriented   rather   than   on   the ideology-oriented end of the Socratic-Sophistic continuum. The positions they attain during their lives tend not to be *ommensurate with their scholarly contributions, partly because they are uninterested (and often inept) in politics, and partly because (usually     unknown     to     them) they     constitute    a     threat     to     their     more ideologically-oriented colleagues, whether these are working in a Capitalist (formerly     Western-block) or Socialist (formerly Eastern-block) scientific systems. Implicit in the above   is   the   assertion   that,   although   there   are clear differences between the      Capitalist and Socialist systems, there are also communalities, and I shall explore these communalities in the course of describing the careers of the late Berlyne and Grastyan, two scholars who were paradigm cases of the Socratic scholar.
