Determine entry by academic standing

 
The section on foreign university students in Canada, on the CTV program W5, displayed the typical techniques of prejudice and racial bias.
For instance, only Asian students were photographed when "foreign students" were mentioned, as though we have no Caucasians and Africans as visiting students, or as though all Asians in our schools are non-citizens.
Just as serious, though more subtle, was the deliberate blurring of the distinction between the professional schools within the universities and the universities themselves.  The commentary implied that because some Canadian students do not gain places in the stiff competition to enter professional schools of pharmacy, medicine, engineering, etc. in prestigious universities and some visiting students do, that Canadian students are being denied access to higher education as a whole.
Entry into professional schools should be determined by high, strictly academic qualifications and not by nationalistic criteria.
If not, the standards of professional training in Canada will decline and the Canadian taxpayer and society in general will be the ultimate losers.
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
