There is both an ancient and a more recent example of how force can lead to greater free​dom. The Greeks at Ther​mopylae, Salamis, Marathon and Plaetea employed force to gain greater freedom than they would have had if the Persians had conquered them. And, in October 1956, the Hungarians employed force against the Soviet tyran​ny, and, over the next 30 years gained considerable internal freedom ("goulash commu​nism").
Contrast   this   with   the Czechoslovaks who, in 1968, merely waved pieces of paper in the face of the Soviets, and lived under much less free conditions than did Hungari​ans from 1968 until the fall of the Soviet empire.
